Why We Need You in our Community 

When we are aware of God's presence, whether that is in the woods of 
Door County or during Mass, we are definitely touching the spiritual 
dimension of our lives.  Each and every human being is called to a personal, 
intimate relationship with God.   This spiritual person, unfortunately, cannot 
be considered a Christian.  Even if they pray to Jesus Christ or spend time 
with the Bible, the spiritual person must belong to a faith community to be 
considered a Christian.  Why is this so? 

 
Quite simply, because of the incarnation.  Christians believe that God 
becomes human, that God dwells among us.  And the incarnation is not 
simply a “past tense” event.  God is present, is incarnate, today.  Scripture 
consistently refers to the Body of Christ not just as the historical Jesus, but 
also as the Eucharist and as the body of believers.     
 
As Christians, we are called not only to attend to our individual spirituality, 
but also to take our rightful place among the body of believers.  If, as 
Christians believe, there are many parts but only one body, then our church 
community is incomplete without all believers.  The body of believers, the 
Christian community, needs everyone in order to be complete.  We need 
you to come home.
